myfile <- R.home("COPYING")
tmp <- tempfile()

base64: :encode(myfile, tmp)

# decode it back

orig <- tempfile()
base64: :decode(tmp, orig)
readLines(orig)

This creates html code to embed a png file into an html document.

Usage
img(file, Rd = FALSE, alt = "image")

Arguments
file png file to translate into a data uri
Rd if TRUE, extra markup is added to facilitate inclusion of the image in an Rd file
alt alternate text

Examples

pngfile <- tempfile()

png(pngfile, width = 600, height = 400)

plot(1:100, rnorm(100), pch = 21, bg = "red”, cex = 2 )
dev.off()

img(pngfile, Rd = TRUE)
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
