As a result of the NREN NI S award by National Science Foundati on,
non- DDN regi stration services will soon be transferred fromthe DDN
NIC to the new Internet Registration Service, which is a part of an
entity referred to as the InterNNC. References in this docunment to
the InterNIC apply to the Registration Services portion only.

Internet registration services are gradually transitioning to the
InterNIC. W expect that the full transition will be acconplished by
April 1, 1993. During this transitional period, EMail, Fax, and U S
mail received at either site will be processed. DDN users will
continue to receive full registration support fromthe DDN NI C, and
the transition should be transparent to them DDN users shoul d
continue to send registration requests to hostmast@ic.ddn.m| (IP,
.m 1 domain, inaddr for 26.x.Xx.x) or registrar@ic.ddn.ml| (user

regi strations or TAC card requests) using the D SA approved
registration fornmns.

From now t hrough March 31, 1993, non-DDN Internet registration
requests will be handled as foll ows:

The current DDN NI C registration tenplates may be filled out and
submtted to either hostmaster@nternic. net or

host master @i c. ddn. m | through March 31. The new InterNIC
tenplates will be accepted effective April 1, 1993, but not until
that tine.

Effective April 1, 1993, only DDN information will be avail able from

whois.nic.ddn.ml. The WHO S service avail able from
whois.internic.net will contain all information on | P addresses,
domai ns, and ASNs. The WHO S service available fromthe

whoi s.internic.net will contain individual user records only for

those who serve as a Point of Contact for an active node. Those who
are interested in establishing a whois service for information on

i ndi vi dual users (e.g., for Internet hosts or canpus networks) are
encouraged to participate in one of the many distributed WHO S-1i ke
i nformati on projects.

Root zone files will be available at both sites through March 31,
1993. After that tine, the root zone file will be available only
fromftp.rs.internic. net.

After the transition, the host.txt file will be available only from
nic.ddn.nm| and hosts.txt will include ONLY M LNET HOSTS. On April

1, 1993, a new root DNS server will be placed in service. It will be
available at ns.internic.net ( 198.41.0.4 ).

The T1 service currently available to the DDN NNC will be

di sconnected by June 1, 1993. This will | eave only 56K access to the
DDN NI C site. Excessive traffic to this site after that date wll
cause congestion. Therefore, it is inportant that all Internet

registration data be directed to the newInterNIC site. The InterNIC
registration services facility will be connected to SuraNET via T1
around March 10, 1993.

Automated Internet registration services will be available fromthe
InterNI C registration service host. This new autonmated systemwil |l
all ow nore accurate and tinely processing of registration requests.
The basic functions/features of the new automated registration
process (autoreg) are outlined bel ow

* Requestor sends a conpleted new tenplate to
aut oreg@ nt er ni c. net .

* The mail server/parser on the InterNIC registration host parses
the tenplate and nmakes a quick check of all verifiable
i nformati on (such as Donain nane conflicts). The server
then sends an E-nmail verification or rejection with error nessage
back to the requestor.

* After receiving the verification formfor review, the requestor
shoul d ensure that the information was interpreted correctly by the
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parser. |If the information is correct, the requestor returns the
verify formto verify@nternic.net. |If the information is not
correct, the requestor should nake the necessary corrections before
returning the form |If a rejection was received the requesstor
must make the necessary adjustnments and resend the registration
request to autoreg@nternic.net for processing.

* On receipt of a corrected verification formfromthe origina
requestor, the data will be rechecked and a new verification form
will be sent. Once a good verification has been received by
Regi stration Services, the request will be released for fina
processing by the InterNIC regi stration staff.

NOTE: |If the requestor does not return the verification formto the
InterNIC within seven days after it is mailed, the origina
registration request will expire, and it nust be resubnitted

Information on the status of all registration requests will be
available to users via two nethods. The first nethod enpl oys the
"finger" utility. The finger utility is executed specifying the
"trouble ticket" (tt) number returned with the registration request
verification/ confirmation nessage.

Users will also be able to obtain status information by connecting to
rs.internic.net via telnet and executing the "status <ticket number>"

command. Status information will appear as follows.
