The purpose of this RFCis to announce a neeting at SRI-ARC on the
Net wor k Mai |l probl em di scussed at the January 1973 Princi pa
I nvestigators’ Meeting in San D ego.
We have set the neeting for Thursday, February 22, 1973, at 8:30 AMin
the SRI - ARC conference room |If a second day is is needed, Friday would

be used.

The agenda wi |l include a discussion of the problem and a discussion of
al ternate sol utions

The goal of the neeting is to produce a clear definition of what the
sol ution ought to be, what steps have to be taken, and who should do
what .

The results of the neeting will be published as an RFC for further
di al ogue, as is done with other suggested protocols.

Aspects of the Problem

There are already several subsystens existing on the Network whose
function is to send and receive nail.

The principal problemis to coordinates and extend these subsystens so
t hat

a. uniformuser and site identifications are used,

b. the File Transfer Protocol is utilized to allow nmail to be
originated and distributed anywhere on the Network w thout
having to go through a central system

c. there is an option for the sender to record the dial ogue and
have it catal ogued for others to read and reference, and

d. There is a way to handle mail for TIP users.
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A suggestion made in the past to have a typewiter type ternina
permanently attached to TIP's to record all hardcopy nessages
directed to that TIP should be revi ened.

We (SRI - ARC) have been | ooking into the problemof using the File
Transfer Protocol to allow NIC Journal mail to be sent and delivered
over the Network, w thout the user having to know and use NLS. W
intend to integrate this function with the Tenex SNDVSG capabilities.

For some prelimnary internal ARC di scussion on this subject, you nmay be
interested in reading two Journal items, one by Charles Irby (I JOURNAL,
14308, 1:w) and the other by JimWite (1JOURNAL, 14312,1:w).

We realize that there are many benefits to this approach, but would
like to have such a schene fit into an agreed upon Network wi de
nmessage and docunent sendi ng protocol

Especially inportant to us is that questions concerning user and
site identification, recorded and unrecorded dial ogue, and

coordi nati on anong ot her nail subsystens on the Network, be fully
understood and nutual ly resolved at the design |evel before

i mpl erent ati on work proceeds.

We therefore want to di scuss these i ssues at the Network Mi
nmeeti ng February 22.

Role of the NIC

In conjunction with the above discussion, we will consider offering the
services of the Network Information Center in three rel ated areas:

to inplenent and maintain identification files for all network users
and sites;

(These files could be made available in sequential formthrough
a standard socket so that Network sites could either query them
or periodically obtain updated copy.)

to record in the NIC Journal that mail which the sender w shes to
have recorded, and to catal ogue those itens for later reference;

to distribute Journal or message mail through the Network via File
Transfer Protocols if requested;

to provide and use N C dial ogue group identifications, in order to

make it sinpler to send itens to several persons who had a common
i nterest.
